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Top 10 Reasons

you do better on the :

\g;\Driving Range vs Course ..

taken from Golf.com by Kelly Stenzel

1) You hit the same club repetitively-While hitting the same club all the

time can be just fine if you are working on a technique change, it does not

resemble what happens on the course at all. Kelly suggest, once warmed
up, change the order of clubs from short clubs to long to more like course

play by constantly changing club size like you would on course play.

2) You are more relaxed on the range.- If you can be aware of when you get

nervous or tense on the course, then you may be able to relax yourself’ by

slowing down your movements and your breath.

3) Your swing flaws expose themselves under pressure.-Better

fundamental practice will result in better play.

4) Most golfers are not aiming at a target on the range.-Start setting a target on
the range. If you know where you'r'e aiming when you're on the range, then you

will know how to adjust when you go to the course.

5) Course Management doesnt happen on the range.-Repetitiive practice
is good for a swing change but setting targets for both distance and

direction will improve course play.

6) You don't know your carry and total yardages on range.-A short time

investment with a qualified instructor or a technology that measures the
distance, carry and approximate roll for each of your clubs can make a

huge difference when you go to the course.

7) You don't practice short game distance control.-It's a great idea to

practice both your pitches and chips. When you have time, you should
commit time to practicing and understanding distance control for your
high shots and low shots, too.

8) You do not have a set up routine specific to you.-While set up

routines may be different, identifying yours is one of the greatest ways
to take your range game to the course. An example of this might be to
place your hands onto the club, bow from your hips to set the club to
the ball and then adjust your feet o get info good ball position and
posture.

) You notice your surroundings more on the course.-Part of taking

your range game to the course can be best achieved by also practicing
on the course. When the course isn't busy, it can be well worth your
time to go out and try different shots from different locations, and if
you don't like your shot, keep trying.

10) You are too worried about results, rather than the process.-Caring

too much about every shot and the results can lead to not being willing
to swing athletically and freely. Experienced golfers care less about
any upset about a missed shot and just make the best of each onel
